�  Outline expected outcomes.

The programs will introduce three new 
Standard Content Elements (SCEs), formally 
“findings,” that are part of facility evacuation 
plans. 
 
 
The three new SCEs 

�  Multi-facility evacuations. The nature of 
regional planning when several facilities 
must evacuate. 

�  The Transportation Assistance  Levels 
(TALs).  A standardized process to 
classify residents by mobility level for 
evacuation.   

�  Repatriation.  What must be done before 
residents & staff may come home?
